The coming wrath of God 

But when he saw many of the Pharisees and Sadducees coming to his baptism, he said to 
them, “You brood of vipers! Who warned you to flee from the wrath to come? 

Matthew 3:7 

 

Put to death therefore what is earthly in you: sexual immorality, impurity, passion, evil 
desire, and covetousness, which is idolatry. On account of these the wrath of God is 
coming.       Colossians 3:5-6 

 

For you may be sure of this, that everyone who is sexually immoral or impure, or who is 
covetous (that is, an idolater), has no inheritance in the kingdom of Christ and God. Let 
no one deceive you with empty words, for because of these things the wrath of God comes 
upon the sons of disobedience. Therefore do not become partners with them; for at one 
time you were darkness, but now you are light in the Lord. Walk as children of light. 
        Ephesians 5:5-8 

 

Or do you presume on the riches of his kindness and forbearance and patience, not 
knowing that God’s kindness is meant to lead you to repentance? But because of your 
hard and impenitent heart you are storing up wrath for yourself on the day of wrath when 
God’s righteous judgment will be revealed.   Romans 2:4-5 

 

Salvation from the wrath to come 

Since, therefore, we have now been justified by his blood, much more shall we be saved by 
him from the wrath of God.     Romans 5:9 

 

For they themselves report concerning us the kind of reception we had among you, and 
how you turned to God from idols to serve the living and true God, and to wait for his 
Son from heaven, whom he raised from the dead, Jesus who delivers us from the wrath to 
come.        1 Thessalonians 1:9-10 

 

But since we belong to the day, let us be sober, having put on the breastplate of faith and 
love, and for a helmet the hope of salvation. For God has not destined us for wrath, but 
to obtain salvation through our Lord Jesus Christ, who died for us so that whether we are 
awake or asleep we might live with him. Therefore encourage one another and build one 
another up, just as you are doing.    1 Thessalonians 5:8-11 
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
